Additionally, for all other prerequisite courses, a 
minimum grade of “B” equal to 3.0 is required. Applicants may retake the course to meet the minimum grade requirement. No more than three 
attempts to take the course will be accepted as meeting the minimum requirement. Withdrawn classes count as an attempt.
• Though not required, additional points toward admission to the program may be granted with the following documentation:
     o Military Service: Honorable discharge orcCurrent service
     o Previous degrees (e.g. Associate's degree, Bachelor’s degree)
     o Renton Technical College alumni
     o First Generation college student
     o Test of Essential Academic Skills (TEAS) test scores: Must take version 6 or 7 of TEAS. Scores must be issued by ATI TEAS. Minimum score of 75% 
overall and 70% in each of the subcategories (Math, Science, English, and Reading). Currently, there are no expiration date for TEAS score requirement.
     o Nursing Assistant Certificate of Completion from program approved by WABON (Washington State Board of Nursing).

Some additional requirements can include the following (this is not a complete list of all possible requirements). Visit the program website for more detailed information.
        - Completion of a Pre-Admission Exam (PAX Exam), or the Test of Essential Academic Skills (TEAS). Some programs require a specific PAX Exam or TEAS Test score. Visit the program website for more detailed information.  
        - An active, unencumbered Washington State Licensed Practical Nurse (LPN) License.
        - Proof of current immunization status: Vaccinations must be up-to-date and current. 
        - A background check performed by the Washington State Patrol and with a “No Record On File” report with the Department of Social and Health Services. (All nursing students are required to complete a background check. The background check is usually completed through the nursing program you are applying to.)
        - American Heart Association CPR for the Health Care Provider. This includes adult, child, and infant, under the guidelines of the American Heart Association. Online CPR courses are not accepted. 
        - Students can be required to carry personal health/medical insurance throughout their clinical rotations. 
• College-level skills in English and math (eligibility for courses numbered 100 or higher) are required before registering for the the college-level nursing prerequisite courses listed on this spreadsheet. Students may need to complete additional prerequisite coursework if they do not yet qualify to register for these college level courses. 

• Programs in a blue box offer Direct Transfer Agreements (DTA). 
• Completion of the DTA/MRP program will satisfy requirements for direct transfer with only one additional year of study to complete the Bachelor of Science in Nursing (BSN) degree at four-year institutions in Washington State.
• A transcript evaluation process for all courses taken at another institution must be completed by the program being applied to. 
• This spreadsheet does not guarantee a prerequisite course taken at one institution will be accepted at another institution.
• Always double-check the college requirements with any other school to ensure they accept the direct transfer agreement. 
• It is highly recommended (and often required) that students meet with an academic advisor or counselor to ensure the college they choose does not have additional requirements.
