Admission Requirements
• The Bachelor of Science in Nursing (BSN) program is for individuals seeking initial preparation and licensure as a Registered Nurse (RN)
• High school students, in the fall of their senior year of study, apply for admission to the nursing program through Gonzaga University's admission process. Once admitted, students will be in the nursing program beginning with the fall semester of their freshman year. 
• Students may request the 8- or 9-semester option for completing a BSN degree.
• During their first two years at Gonzaga, students need to maintain a cumulative GPA of 3.0 and achieve a C grade in all of the pre-requisite nursing courses. 
• If a student receives below a 2.0 in any of the pre-requisite courses, the student may retake one pre-requisite course one time only. 
• Continuation to the upper division BSN program is contingent upon successful completion of the first two years of college coursework. 
• After completing the first two years, students will begin nursing major coursework and clinical experiences in a variety of community and healthcare settings. 
• The program also prepares students to take the National Council Licensure Examination (NCLEX) after graduation, a requirement for licensure as a registered nurse.

The School of Nursing offers direct admission to the traditional Bachelor of Science in Nursing (BSN) program.
• To be considered for direct admission, you must have: A 3.4 or higher weighted cumulative GPA, three or more college-preparatory math and science courses (e.g. Algebra 2 and higher, chemistry, physics, earth science, biology) with a B- or better grade. 
First-year students who are directly admitted to Nursing and meet the following academic requirements will be guaranteed a spot in the Nursing program beginning fall semester of their junior year:
• Students are required to complete ALL pre-nursing coursework during their first two years at PLU
• Students are required to maintain a GPA of 3.0 or higher in ALL PLU coursework
• Those not offered direct admission may still complete the pre-nursing coursework during their first two years at PLU, and apply to the School of Nursing during their sophomore year.

CRITERIA FOR FIRST-YEAR DIRECT ADMISSION TO NURSING
• First-year undergraduate Bachelor of Science in Nursing applicants must meet the general entrance requirements of the University as outlined in the university catalog and at the first-year admissions website.
• Applicants seeking admission to the nursing program are required to have 3 years of high school or higher science courses, including one year of laboratory science and mathematics including college preparatory algebra, with grades of “B” (3.0) or higher.
Progression into upper-division nursing courses are dependent on the following:
• A cumulative GPA of 3.0 or higher at the end of the second (sophomore) year at Saint Martin’s.
• A minimum cumulative GPA of 3.0 or higher in the prerequisite sciences taken at Saint Martin’s University.
• All pre-requisite courses must be passed with a grade of B or higher.
• Students may repeat one pre-requisite science course one time if they receive a grade of lower than a B.
• Satisfactory completion of all clinical entry requirements, including background clearance, drug screen and immunizations.
• COVID-19 vaccination is required for all nursing students - no exemptions are permitted.
TRANSFER APPLICATION AND ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS
• Transfer student applicants to the upper division of the Bachelor of Science in Nursing program must meet the transfer admission requirements of the University as outlined in the university catalog and at the Transfer (undergrad) website. 
• Transfer applicants may state their preference for fall or spring entry into the upper-division nursing program.
• A cumulative GPA of 3.0 or above.  Transfer student GPA is computed from all college-level coursework taken.

Types of Applicants
• High school seniors apply to SPU through the Common Application as a nursing intended student. High School seniors may be considered for direct pre-admission when applying to Seattle Pacific University.
• SPU students must be currently enrolled full-time at SPU in good academic standing, and have been enrolled full-time at SPU consecutively for four quarters before beginning the program. 
• Transfer students are those who have completed college-level courses (nursing pre-requisite courses) at another educational institution, may include completed degrees such as, AA, DTA.
• Post-baccalaureate students hold a non-nursing bachelor’s degree.
Becoming a strong applicant
• Get involved in your community. Volunteer, work, or leadership experience is highly recommended. Volunteer and work experience do not need to be in health care and are equally valuable.
• Successfully complete the nursing prerequisite courses.  Applicants who have completed all or the majority of the prerequisite courses at the time of application are considered more competitive.
• Your professional recommendation should be from someone who can speak well to your professional capabilities.
• We do not require applicants to have a certified nursing assistant certification (CNA) to apply. Having a CNA gives you the benefit of understanding some of the basic physical care that is involved in nursing. Likewise, working as a nursing assistant will give you valuable work experience. 
This is not required for admission to our program. 
• We do not require applicants to take or report scores for the TEAS Examination.

There may be no more than 
two (2) course repeats taken overall to earn a grade higher than a 2.0.  Applicants that exceed the Prerequisite Retake Policy are no longer eligible for the 
Nursing program. Students must also maintain good academic standing at SPU.

What are the WSU College of Nursing prerequisites and University Common Requirements (UCORE)?
All students and transfer students must complete the WSU College of Nursing prerequisites and University graduation requirements. Please note, students with a DTA (Direct Transfer Agreement) degree or a bachelor’s degree in another field have completed 
the UCORE requirements through the DTA/prior degree.

Application Requirements
• Junior Standing – 60 semester (90 quarter) credits completed.
• Cumulative GPA of 3.0 or higher. This includes all college level coursework ever attempted. Official transcripts from every college and/or university you have attended will be required during the application process and go into that calculation.
• Completion of prerequisite courses. Please note that you must have an average minimum prerequisite GPA of 3.0. Further, every individual prerequisite course must be at least a C grade/2.0 GPA. You may have no more than 3 prerequisite courses in progress 
at the time of application submission. Prerequisite course information can be found on our BSN Transfer Guide.
• Minimum TEAS exam score of 70. Version 7 of the TEAS is accepted. TEAS must have been taken within a year of application submission. For more detailed information, and study suggestions, please refer to our TEAS page on the WSU website for details.
• Work and/or volunteer experience within the last 3 years is recommended, but not required. Up to 500 total hours will be considered in your application, but there is no minimum hour amount to apply.
Health care related hours will be weighed more heavily than non-health care related hours. Reference contact information will be asked of you during the application step to verify those hours.
• Successful completion of NursingCAS application. Additional details are outlined in Steps to Apply. Please note that application deadlines in CAS are for 11:59pm EASTERN (8:59pm Pacific) time. 
• Applications are evaluated using the Holistic Admissions process. This means we take into account attributes and experiences that are not normally reviewed as part of the standard admissions process. For more information, please view the Washington

Spreadsheet Notes
• This spreadsheet was created to be a general guide to support potential nursing students in mapping out their nursing education. It is reviewed and updated twice a year (generally in late spring and mid-fall) and may not contain the most up-to-date information.  For the most up-to-date information on each program, you must visit the program website. 
• Nursing programs have additional requirements to apply. These requirements can vary from program to program. Be sure to carefully review the application requirements for any program you want to apply to.
Some additional requirements can include the following (this is not a complete list of all possible requirements). Visit the program website for more detailed information.
        - Completed Application to the BSN program
        - Submit an essay
        - Submit multiple reference letters 
        - Admission Interview may be required
        - Proof of current immunization status: Vaccinations must be up-to-date and current. 
        - A background check performed by the Washington State Patrol and with a “No Record On File” report with the Department of Social and Health Services. (All nursing students are required to complete a background check. The background check is usually completed through the nursing program you are applying to.)
        - American Heart Association CPR for the Health Care Provider. This includes adult, child, and infant, under the guidelines of the American Heart Association. Online CPR courses are not accepted. 
        - Students can be required to carry personal health/medical insurance throughout their clinical rotations. 
• College-level skills in English and math (eligibility for courses numbered 100 or higher) are required before registering for the the college-level nursing prerequisite courses listed on this spreadsheet. Students may need to complete additional prerequisite coursework if they do not yet qualify to register for these college level courses. 

• Schools highlighted in purple are private universities. Course numbers and curriculum most likely vary from that of Common Course Numbering (known as CCN). They may also have additional prerequisites that include religious study. This guide does not list any required religious 
prerequisites for private schools. If you are considering applying to a nursing program at a private university, it is recommended that you contact the school directly and work closely with them to ensure any prerequisites you take outside of that school count as qualifying prerequisites to apply 
to their nursing program.
